CC: Met with daughter and the patient.

HPI: A 90-year-old gentleman seen today. His daughter/POA Belinda Bittick was here and we talked about how the patient is doing. In general, he was quiet and had no comment. Overall, the patient continues to get around in his manual wheelchair. He likes to stay up late. He is always the last one going to bed. He has had no recent falls or other issues. We talked to him about getting to bed on time and that continues to not work. He states he sleeps good. He denies any pain. He states if he did have pain, he __________
DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s dementia, BPSD in the form of care resistance, gait instability – is in a wheelchair, HLD, HTN, and hypoproteinemia.

MEDICATIONS: ASA 325 mg q.d., Norco 5/325 mg one-half tablet 8 a.m. and 8 p.m., oxybutynin 5 mg q.d., trazodone 100 mg h.s., Seroquel 25 mg at 8 a.m. and 8 p.m., and D3 2000 IUs q.d. 
ALLERGIES: POLLEN.

DIET: Regular, easy to chew food with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 133/69, pulse 76, temperature 97.7, respirations 17, O2 sat 98%, and weight 139 pounds.

HEENT: Hair needs to be washed and is combed. EOMI. PERLA. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. He has dentures upper and lower.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. His lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.
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CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Flat and nontender. Hypoactive bowel sounds present.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is thin with generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength, but he can propel his manual wheelchair. He is weightbearing for short periods. There are times that he has fallen and he cannot get himself above the ground.

NEURO: He is oriented to person in Oklahoma. He talks in old folksy terms. He makes his point. He understands what is said to him. He has a sense of humor and is actually a very pleasant gentleman.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Medication review. His Seroquel is changed to 25 mg at h.s. Daughter states it helps him to sleep and hopefully he will go to bed at a decent time. 
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
