The patient is now completely disoriented to person, place or time. The patient is now nonverbal. The patient has shown continued decline in his weight, ability to function and his cognition. Overall prognosis is quite poor. The patient’s KPS score is 40% with FAST score of 7C. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent and ADL dependent. The weight loss is considered unavoidable. The patient’s MAC is reported at 23.5 cm left side. Overall prognosis is quite poor. He most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of his disease.
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
