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DOB: 
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Ms. Holmes is being recertified for hospice today. This is an 85-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history of COPD. The patient has had multiple exacerbations. The patient is oriented to person mostly at this time. She has had bouts of confusion related to hypoxemia, increased weakness, fatigue and shortness of breath. Appetite is down, ADL dependent, and KPS score is at 40%. Weight is down; it is unavoidable. She continues to be anxious, requiring medication for pain and anxiety. The patient is at a high risk of fall. Subsequently, the patient is not walking at this time. She is using her oxygen now almost all the time. O2 sat is hovering around 95-96% on 2 liters of oxygen. Carrie also suffers from congestive heart failure, right-sided heart failure, hypertension, history of CVA, right-sided weakness, gastroesophageal reflux, disorder of thyroid, and hypercholesterolemia. The patient is with her son Shawn Holmes who is considered her primary caregiver. The patient continues to become weaker and continues to remain hospice appropriate for the reasons mentioned above. She most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of her disease.
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
