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Ms. Wong is being recertified for hospice today. She is a 101-year-old lady with a history of Parkinsonism. The patient is not totally disoriented to person, place or time. The patient continues to be confused at all times. The patient is continuing to take more lorazepam for her anxiety and behavioral issues. Her anxiety is controlled with the help of lorazepam and other medications. The patient’s other comorbidities include essential hypertension, hypothyroidism, muscle weakness, and protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient has increased weakness, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence. KPS has now dropped to 30%. She is only eating about 20-30% of her food. Her weight loss is unavoidable as well. High risk of aspiration and aspiration pneumonia. She most likely has less than six months to live and continues to remain hospice appropriate.
Her MAC starting at 19 cm has now dropped to 14 cm on the right side consistent with worsening symptoms and her weight loss that was noted above. Overall prognosis is quite poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. 
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
