The patient is seen for followup. She states no change in condition with continued swelling and pain with popping, more in the morning when she gets up and some with walking, still with a slight limp. No MRI done yet because claustrophobic, to get one done on 04/23/2025 with sedation.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Within normal limits.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild to moderate distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Continued pain to right knee with painful range of motion and tenderness to the anterior medial aspect with some swelling. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient as before is scheduled to have followup in June with orthopedist for three more injections. Requesting Toradol 60 mg today IM. 
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Fall with right knee injury with continued effusion and pain with followup with orthopedist in two months as before. Advised to continue medications. Scheduled to get repeat MRI done. Follow up afterwards for discussion.
ADDENDUM: The patient states that she has been asked by her Workmen’s Comp carrier to meet on 05/09/2025 for an evaluation by them.
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
