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This is an 80-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia.

She is being recertified today as her condition is declining rapidly. She has had decline in cognition, function, activity; no longer oriented to place, person or time, weakness, ADL dependency total, bowel and bladder incontinence, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, increased confusion, and symptoms of sundowner syndrome. No longer able to use a rollator because of her weakness. She has had frequent falls in the past. KPS score was at 40%, which is now dropped to 30% because of her decline and her FAST score now is at 7E, which is a huge decline in her condition. Other morbidities include type II diabetes, weakness, difficulty walking, and falls as I mentioned along with severe muscle weakness and debility. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
