HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents to the clinic today, was cleaning a glass in the sink and it broke and she cut her right hand significantly. Mother is unsure if there is any glass still in there, requesting x-rays to make sure there is no glass and then sutures in order to close the wound.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Eczema.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: NAPROXEN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Does show significant 3 mm laceration to the right proximal second digit with multiple limitations in range of motion within the second digit. Capillary refill is within normal limits. Sensation is within normal limits and grossly intact.
ASSESSMENT: Right hand laceration 3 mm.

PLAN: We will do an x-ray, ensure there is no foreign object inside the wound and advise the patient she needs to follow up in the emergency room to decide on scope of the laceration and possible ligament or tendon involvement. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up with the ER.
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
