The patient reports no new symptoms.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented. She states she feels a little better. The patient has moist mucous membranes.
VITAL SIGNS:

SpO2 98%.

Pulse 82.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.7.

ABDOMEN: Her abdomen revealed like there is still little active bowel movement. No visible peristalsis. No guarding.
ASSESSMENT: Infectious diarrhea and dehydration.
PLAN: The patient was given 1 g of vancomycin. She was observed for approximately 20 to 30 minutes, then reevaluated, she reports much better. The patient was advised to fill the prescription for Bentyl and Zofran, to take that as instructed, has taken for her abdominal discomfort and diarrhea. She states she understands and will comply. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
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
