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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury, it was in 2008 in Iraq.  The patient tells me that he was in a military vehicle.  He tells me that the vehicle in front of his vehicle got IED explosion.  The patient tells me that he got dizzy from the explosion and blast from the vehicle in front of him.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  Denies any head injury.
The patient tells me there was a second IED explosion in 2008 in Iraq.  The patient tells me that he was standing outside of the vehicle and then there was an IED explosion near him.  The patient tells me that he felt the blast.  He felt dizzy after that.  However, the patient denies any loss of consciousness.  He did not fall to the ground and did not have head injury.
Since this event, the patient had severe headache.  The patient has constant impression in the front and back of the head.  The patient has nausea.  The patient also has memory problems.  The patient tells me that he has headaches 2 to 3 times a day.  The patient is currently taking sumatriptan and gabapentin.
The patient tells me that he is a construction day laborer.  The patient tells me that he is not able to do his work well because of the headaches.  The patient tells me that the headaches are affecting his concentration and focus.

It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2008 in Iraq, there was an IED explosion to the vehicle in front of his vehicle.  The patient tells me that IED explosion to that vehicle caused him to have dizziness.  The patient tells me that he felt the blast.  However, the patient did not lose consciousness and did not have any injury to the head.
The patient also had second episode of IED explosion also in 2008 in Iraq.  The patient tells me that there was an explosion when he was outside the vehicle.  The patient tells me that did not injure him.  He did not lose consciousness.  He did not fall to the ground.  It is my opinion that currently he is having likely migraine headaches.  I do not think they are related to traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.
