SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Neylon is a 69-year-old Caucasian male living with his wife and also his brother. He reported that he has been doing very well, everything has calm down. He is getting along well with everyone. He tried to avoid not to watch too much news generally he read news online but since he is not paying too much attention what has been going on in the environment he is feeling much better. He denies any depression, anxiety, mood swings, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He has been compliant with the treatment. Currently on trazodone 50 mg at bedtime, Depakote ER 500 mg twice a day, bupropion 300 mg every 24-hour XL, and duloxetine 30 mg daily. He denies any side effect of the medication. His mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Motor activity was normal. Good eye contact. The patient was provided support and education about the medication. Denies any side effect. Denies any suicidal or homicidal behavior. Described the medication is working. Family is working and things are moving positive.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder symptomatically stable, improved functioning, compliance with treatment.

PLAN: A 30 days medication was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
