SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Paul is a 44-year-old Caucasian male seen for attention deficit hyperactive disorder. He was tried on Wellbutrin without any improvement even methylphenidate was not effective, addition of Adderall XR 10 mg daily made a significant change. He describes since he is taking his medication, he is more focused, not distracted, and more attentive. He is sleeping better. No irritability and agitation was noted. He is not showing any disorganization in his behavior and functioning. He denies any side effect of the medication. Paul wanted to continue with the same dose of the medications and does not want to make any changes. I further explained the role of medications and encouraged about the compliance and if the medication is working not make any changes.

ASSESSMENT: Attention deficit hyperactive disorder improvement.

PLAN: Continue Adderall XR 10 mg daily. A 30-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
