The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment,

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 67-year-old married Caucasian male who has been in treatment for schizoaffective disorder. The patient was seen with his wife and he reported that he is doing really great. Denies any hallucination, paranoid delusion, mood swings, or any irrational delusional behavior. His wife also described the medication is working well and she is very happy about his improvement. The patient is on Seroquel 100 mg b.i.d., Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, and Depakote ER 500 mg twice a day. Risk, benefit, and side effect are explained. A 30-day supply was also ordered. I further discussed since he is on Depakote I would like to have at least Depakote level once in three months to which his wife agreed also. He has gone for the blood test I do not have any report for my review. I further discussed that Depakote can cause side effect. Therefore liver enzymes and CBC differential profile should be worthwhile. The patient is also taking lisinopril 10 mg every other day and also on blood thinner. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. There were mild tremors in hand but there is a family history of parkinsonism but his wife described that he is not having intense tremor.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue with the current plan. Continue 30-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was in 30 days. Encouraged to get a Depakote level, LFT, and CBC differential profile every three months. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
