CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Tizanidine, aspirin, Lipitor, isosorbide, mononitrate, ranolazine, gabapentin, metoprolol, Myrbetriq, duloxetine, and lisinopril.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: 8-point review of system is negative, other than what as mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Stable. Afebrile. Saturation 90% on room air. HEENT: Benign. Neck: No JVP. Lungs: CTAB anteriorly. Cardiovascular: RR. Normal S1 and S2. No S3 or S4. Abdomen: Benign. GU: Deferred. Extremities: No edema. 
Neurological: Grossly nonfocal other than some weakness left and upper lower extremity 3/5. Dermatological: Shows no suspicious lesions.

LABS: Reviewed.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. History of ischemic CVA with left-sided residual weakness.

2. CAD.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Type II diabetes.

5. Morbid obesity.

PLAN: Medically stable. Continue medications on MAR. Check labs in routine intervals. Appropriate vaccinations.
