Dear Dr. Franke:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mrs. Rux with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Her last visit was October 21, 2024.  She is felt well for the last six months and weight is unchanged.  No hospitalizations or illnesses since her last visit.  No nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain, dyspnea or palpitations.  Urine is clear.  She felt like she adequately urinates in good amounts without cloudiness or bladder and edema is controlled with the use of support stockings.
Medications:  I want to highlight lisinopril 5 mg daily and hydralazine 50 mg twice a day and other medications are unchanged.
Physical Examination:  Weight 144 pounds and blood pressure 130/60.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done 04/16/2025, creatinine is stable at 1.24 and estimated GFR is 42.  Electrolytes are normal.  Calcium 9.4, albumin 4.1, phosphorus 2.8 and hemoglobin 12.9, normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  She will continue to have labs done every three months.
2. Hypertension currently at goal and she will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
