Dear Dr. Ball:

This is a followup visit for Mrs. Travis with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Her last visit was October 15, 2024.  Her weight is up 6 pounds over the last six months.  She is eating well.  She feels well and has been no hospitalizations or procedures since her last visit.  No nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  Minimal dyspnea on exertion, none at rest.  No orthopnea or PND.  No edema.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.
Medications:  I want to highlight the Dyazide 37.5/25 mg one half tablet daily, losartan 50 mg daily, Farxiga 10 mg daily and also potassium 10 mEq two capsules twice a day.
Physical Examination:  Weight 152 pounds, pulses 69 and blood pressure 124/68.  Neck is supple.  No jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No edema.
Labs:  Recent lab studies were done April 5, 2025, creatinine 1.47, estimated GFR is 36, albumin is 3.9 and calcium 8.8.  Electrolytes are normal.  Phosphorus 3.6, intact parathyroid hormone is 117.4, hemoglobin 13.7 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We will continue to check labs every three months.
2. Hypertension well controlled and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
