Dear Dr. Powers:

This is a followup for Mrs. Jennings with chronic kidney disease question progression.  Last visit in October.  No hospital visit.  Constipation, no bleeding.  No nausea or vomiting.  Has gained few pounds.  She believes she was having symptoms of urinary tract infection with some degree of frequency and urgency but is resolving.  No associated cloudiness or blood.  No abdominal, back pain or fever.  No nausea or vomiting.  No major dyspnea.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.
Review of Systems:  Negative.  Does not check blood pressure at home.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight bisoprolol, Aldactone and number of vitamins.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 161 before 155 and blood pressure I checked it myself 180/80 on the left-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No gross arrhythmia.  No gross focal deficits.
Labs:  Creatinine rising 1.5, previously 1.2 and elevated calcium 10.6 and 10.7 two months in a row.  Low sodium.  Normal potassium.  Upper bicarbonate.  Normal albumin.  Liver function test is not elevated.  GFR 32 and 35 stage IIIB.  Mild anemia 12.9.  PTH suppressed around 11.  Vitamin D above 30.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III question progression.  New onset of hypercalcemia with appropriately suppressed PTH.  There is some degree of anemia but no external bleeding.  No symptoms of uremia.  Complete workup for high calcium.  We are going to add free light chains immune fixation, vitamin D125, PTH related peptide.  She is going to stop all sources of calcium and also stopping vitamin D.  Further advice with new results.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
