HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents to the clinic today after being seen in the emergency room two days ago for a cat scratch where they did tetanus and they put her on azithromycin and her infection she states is getting worse on her face. No changes in vision are noted. She states she has been taking azithromycin as prescribed.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and dyslipidemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE and TRAMADOL.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Nose: Clear rhinorrhea. Throat: Airway is patent. No edema or erythema.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Focused Skin Exam of the Face: Noted three minor superficial scratches to the right superior cheek. No drainage noted. There is positive edema and erythematic.

ASSESSMENT: Animal scratch, cellulitis.
PLAN: We will prescribe Augmentin. Advised the patient to follow up with optometrist or emergency room if she has any vision or eye problems as the infection is somewhat close to her eye. The patient understood, discharged in stable condition.
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
