ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x3, no acute distress noted, very happy jovial child in good congestion.
HEENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Focused Skin Exam on Bilateral Hands: Noted two 1 cm circular lesions noted. No tenderness to palpation. No drainage. No erythema or edema.
ASSESSMENT: Palmar eczema.
PLAN: We will provide hydrocortisone cream. Advised the patient to follow up with PCP for dermatology referral if needed. The patient is discharged in stable condition.
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
