Dear Dr. Reed:
This is a followup for Mr. Mount with chronic kidney disease and history of membranous nephropathy.  Last visit in October.  No hospital visits.  Appetite is down.  Few pounds weight loss.  Two meals a day, but he is satisfied.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, constipation or bleeding.  Urine without infection, cloudiness or blood.  Daytime frequency but minor incontinence.  No infection.  No bleeding.  Still smoking few cigarettes every week.  No edema or claudication.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  Has a followup in May for abdominal aortic aneurysm with an ultrasound.  Plans for stress testing late fall of 2025 cardiology Grand Rapids although he is having no symptoms.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Noticed the lisinopril.  Attempt of being off the lisinopril blood pressure did go up.
Physical Examination:  Cardiology monitoring blood pressure in the 130s/70s, today was 127/67.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries, creatinine is 2.2 in April, which is baseline.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, calcium, phosphorus and nutrition.  Hemoglobin high at 16.
Assessment and Plan:  History of membranous nephropathy.  No activity.  Chronic kidney disease stage III-IV.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No indication for dialysis.  Update PTH for secondary hyperparathyroidism.  Polycythemia from smoker.  Other chemistries stable.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Upcoming testing as indicated above.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
