Dear Angela:

This is a followup for Mr. Leonard with underlying obstructive uropathy and chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in November.  Comes accompanied with daughter.  He uses a walker.  Recent fall trauma to the left shoulder a month ago.  Did not go to the emergency room.  X-rays no fracture.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Mobility restricted from severe spinal stenosis back pain.  Weight and appetite stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Has constipation.  No bleeding.  No urinary infection or decreased volume.  Feeling tired.  No energy all the time.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No orthopnea or PND.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  No chest pains.  To start physical therapy.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight Norvasc, Bumex and Lokelma.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 160/80 by nurse and weight is stable 160.  Looks frail elderly.  In no respiratory distress.  Very restricted range of motion right shoulder severe, mild left-sided.  No pericardial rub.  He has a suprapubic catheter.  He has been followed urology Mount Pleasant Dr. Cotent.  Last catheter exchange few days ago and that has improved the urine output through the catheter versus the penis.  He has chronic hematuria both ways.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries March, creatinine 2.8, which is baseline for him for many years representing a GFR of 20 stage IV.  Electrolyte and acid base normal.  Corrected calcium and phosphorus normal.  Elevated PTH.  Anemia 10.1.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV, obstructive uropathy, suprapubic catheter and chronic hematuria.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Secondary hyperparathyroidism presently no need for vitamin D125.  Relatively low albumin.  Normal acid base volume.  Continue diuresis.  Continue treatment with Lokelma for high potassium.  No indication for dialysis, at his age also he is not interested.  Continue present regimen.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back on the next four to five months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
