SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoking. Pregnancy x 3.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died at age 37 because of lung cancer. Father is doing okay.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Left-sided abdominal pain. Bowel movements okay. Nausea and vomiting not responding to Phenergan. Now, tachycardic and appears pale despite taking Phenergan tablets at home.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 99 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 100. Blood pressure 123/73.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. There is 7/10 left-sided abdominal pain noted.
SKIN: No rash.

Abdominal ultrasound is completely within normal limits.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abdominal pain.

2. Nausea.

3. Vomiting.

4. No history of diverticulitis.

5. Gallbladder looks normal.

6. Zofran 4 mg now.

7. To the emergency room for hydration, CBC, and a CT scan.

8. Discussed this with the patient at length before leaving the office.

9. She will bring the results to us for further evaluation after it is done.
