CC: Behavioral issues.
HPI: A 71-year-old female with dementia and BPSD of malingering, this past week has started just screaming out from her room randomly and when checked on she is lying comfortably on her bed or sitting on the side of the bed fully clothed and no apparent reason other than she acknowledges for attention. When I told that she needs to do personal care or take medication, she will then feign fainting. She recovers when she is left alone. This is an issue that has just been going on intermittently. Her brother has been spoken to and he acknowledges that she has got psychiatric histories that date way back and I am not clear whether she has ever had psychiatric intervention.
Today, I saw the patient in her room, she was fully clothed, lying in bed. She was alert, began talking to me and then when I was asking about the randomly yelling out and the fainting type behaviors that she was doing, she did not refute it, but did not acknowledge it either. I told her that those kinds of behaviors make it difficult to know when she does need help. After discussing with staff and having talked to her brother about her psychiatric issues, we will look into Geri-Psych evaluation and treatment. The DON has looked into a couple of facilities to see whether there is availability coming up into Easter that may be an issue, but if not this weekend, then we will look at early next week.
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
