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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Legs numbness.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

Leg numbness and leg pain.  The patient has history of right leg numbness and thigh pain.  The patient has been seeing orthopedic doctors.  I have seen her previously and we had done nerve conduction study and she also has completed blood test.
DIAGNOSTIC TESTS
Blood test shows elevated sed rate of greater than 130.  CPK is normal at 18.
IMPRESSION

1. Leg numbness.

2. Leg pain.

3. Thigh pain.

I previously done nerve conduction study, it shows that she has peripheral neuropathy also lumbar radiculopathy.
However, elevated sed rate is concerning.  Sed rate is greater than 130.  CPK remained normal at 18.  She also little bit elevated rheumatoid factor of 20.

Explained to the patient that with normal CPK and elevated sed rate, this is not the typical picture of myositis findings.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient and wife of the above diagnoses.

2. Recommend to talk to her primary care doctor, get referral to see a rheumatologist.
3. Also recommend the patient talk to primary care doctor to get a referral to see a neuromuscular specialist, preferably at the university level, to evaluate for the elevated sed rate and numbness and pain symptoms.  The patient has elevated sed rate, but normal creatine kinase level.
4. The patient may benefit with an evaluation for inclusion body myositis and other myositis and muscle disease.
5. Recommend the patient to follow with primary care doctor to get referrals to see these specialists.
