CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents for refills of medications, started on Ozempic 0.5 mg by pulmonary doctor to aid in reflux per the patient six weeks ago.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He states that he had a recent retinal detachment in left eye, seen by ophthalmologist in California with some vision loss and followed up with ophthalmologist here in Houston. He also states that he had CAT scans of his lungs and abdomen with finding of a lesion on his liver, to get biopsies by oncologist. CAT scans were done of his upper esophagus and throat for reflux with finding of scarring present on endoscopy per GI. The patient unclear whether pulmonary doctor or primary doctor was to increase dose on Ozempic, came here; was not given followup with pulmonary doctor according to the patient.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See below.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is no general distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Subconjunctival erythema with minimal ecchymosis to the left eye. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Basically, within normal limits. Extremities: Basically, within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Basically, within normal limits. Skin: Basically, within normal limits.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Type II diabetes, hypertension, high lipid disease, hiatal hernia with reflux and esophageal scarring, recent retinal detachment left eye, and obesity.

PLAN: The patient was advised to increase Ozempic to 1 mg weekly for the next month ______. To follow up with specialists including ophthalmologist, pulmonary doctor, gastroenterologist, and oncologist.
