The patient presents with history of being bitten by a stray cat two days ago, now with some swelling, inflammation and slight tenderness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, controlled with medications.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: With slight induration and inflammation to the anterolateral right lower extremity without evidence of lymphangitis.

IMPRESSION: Cat bite, right lower extremity, with early cellulitis.

PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin 1 g IM with a prescription for Augmentin to take for 10 days. Moist heat and elevation to the leg. Follow up with PCP if needed.
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
