The patient presents with history of cough and congestion for four days with increased temperature today, brought in by father, has been under the care of mother prior to today. According to father, complains of left ear and throat pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight pharyngeal erythema 1+ without tympanic membrane inflammation. Neck: Supple without adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion without rales or rhonchi. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Viral upper respiratory infection with possible non-A/B influenza with negative flu and strep testing.

PLAN: Given prescription for azithromycin to take to prevent secondary infection with temperature precautions. Advised to follow up with pediatrician at Texas Children’s Hospital next day or today as needed and to go to the ER for further evaluation including chest x-ray if necessary.
