HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 11-year-old young man comes in with cough, sore throat. He states he might have strep again. He has had four strep throat’s in six months.
They do not have a primary care physician and he has not had any blood work or any workup at this time. He has no fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, No seizure or convulsion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to smoking. Lives with mother and father. The patient’s mother is a pharmacy tech and asked for Amoxil to be switched to azithromycin. I have also spoken to her regarding doing a CBC to make sure his white count indices are within normal limits and there are no other issues.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. 

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 83 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.5. Respirations 18. Pulse 66. Blood pressure 90/60.

HEENT: TMs are slightly red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. The patient’s posterior pharynx shows evidence of cobblestoning.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
SKIN: No rash.

Strep screen is positive.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Treat with azithromycin based on 12 mg/kg for five days.

2. Check blood work.
3. Check CBC.

4. Check platelets.

5. The patient is in no distress.

6. No sign of abscess.

7. Lymphadenopathy noted.

8. Findings discussed with mother.
