This is a followup letter from my initial letter to you dated March 5, 2025. As you recall, the patient is a 60-year-old female who was involved in an automobile accident on or about January 4, 2023. This letter will serve as clarification; so, some additional medical expenses for which this patient will sustain. As you recall, in my earlier letter to you, I stated that this patient will need definitive neck surgery. The cost of this cervical fusion would range from $50,000 to $100,000. Postop physical therapy will cost in the range from $2000 to $5000. The patient will also need to miss an additional 8 to 10 weeks of work postop as recovery before she can return to work. The basis for my cost estimates is multifold. These include my 45 years experience in the medical field, review of cost of these procedures as performed upon my Internet review, and also typical costs that I have seen generated at many hospitals for these types of procedures. As you recall, in my last letter to you, I did estimate ongoing medications will cost $115 a month for the remainder of her life. Some additional neck and back injections will cost approximately $3500. A back brace will cost $250, need to be replaced every two to three years. Cost of a TENS unit and supplies would be approximately $100 a year and the patient is presently using a TENS unit at this time.
