CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of neck pain and followup after ultrasound of the carotid arteries.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that neck pain is on and off and it is worse upon exertion and the pain level is 4 or 5; however, he is feeling much better now since he is doing stretching exercises.

The patient has carotid ultrasound done in the past and it was reviewed and discussed with the patient.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, dizziness, cough, fever, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or falling down episodes.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or bruits.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
Cervical spine examination reveals minimal tenderness of the paracervical soft tissues otherwise unremarkable.
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
