CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cat bite.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was trying to get the cat in house and the cat turnaround bit him on his right hand and also scratched on the hand. After that the patient went to urgent facility and after evaluation they have started him on Augmentin antibiotic and had tetanus injection. Now the patient’s wounds are healing, but still has minimal discharge and the patient has dressing every day. The patient denied any fever or chills. There was no redness on the arms or any lymph node enlargement.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.

Right hand examination reveals puncture wound on the little finger and there is minimal swelling. No significant tenderness or redness. There are several abrasions from the scratches of the cat. There is no lymph node enlargement. There are no red streaks going up to the arm.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
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
