CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of back pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife today and he stated that he was helping wife with housework lifting the bricks and after that the patient developed severe pain in the back and he could not walk. The patient was helped by his wife and he missed two days of work due to severe back pain and the pain level was 9 or 10 and the pain was radiating to the lower extremities.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, or bladder incontinence.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for head injury and seizure disorder for which the patient has been seen by neurologist and he is on Depakote 250 mg tablet one tablet in the afternoon and he has 500 mg tablet two tablets at bedtime. Also the patient is on lamotrigine 150 mg tablet one tablet twice a day as prescribed by neurologist.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he works at a departmental store and he has to push the carts and the patient is on light duty sometimes.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the lumbar spine and lumbar forward flexion is painful at 45 degrees. Lateral flexion is also painful and weightbearing is most painful. The patient walks without any assistance; however his gait is slow.
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
