CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 67-year-old Hispanic female complained of chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 67-year-old female who reports chest pain of greater than one-year duration. She had EKG, which was normal. She had continued with chest pain, which she described as pressure/stinging. Pain is worse at nighttime especially when she goes to bed. There is no nausea or vomiting. She has fatigue. She stated that she was given a medication without relief of her symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Hypertension.

2. Diabetes.

3. Arthritis.

4. Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left knee surgery, hemorrhoidectomy in 2018, and hysterectomy in 2001

MEDICATIONS: Unknown.

ALLERGIES: LISINOPRIL, which results in anaphylactic type syndrome/angioedema.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with diabetes, but died of coronary artery disease.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking, alcohol, or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Cardiovascular: As per HPI.

Gastrointestinal: The patient has constipation and bloating.

Psychiatric: Insomnia.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 150/64, pulse 86, respiratory rate 20, height 60 inches, and weight 136.8 pounds.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG otherwise unremarkable. Echocardiogram: Sinus rhythm. Left ventricular systolic function is noted to be normal. Left ventricular ejection fraction 70–75%. No segmental wall motion abnormality is noted. Diastolic function appears normal. There is trace tricuspid regurgitation. There is trace pulmonic regurgitation.

IMPRESSION: This is a 67-year-old female with chest pain. Her chest pain is consistent with gastroesophageal reflux disease. She has history of hypertension. She has hypercholesterolemia.

PLAN: We will give a trial of Protonix 40 mg one p.o. h.s. Lipid panel, hemoglobin A1c, Chem.20, and CBC. I will see the patient in followup in one to three months.
