Mr. Arthur Daughtry is a 97-year-old gentleman who resides with his son. He was seen at Dr. Howard’s office with decreased oral intake, increased confusion, respiratory distress, aspiration, mild wheezing, protein-calorie malnutrition, fatigue, change in mental condition and mentation, BPH symptoms. It was decided by Dr. Howard and the family to proceed with hospice diagnosis given change in his condition and especially with his weight loss, ADL dependency, and bowel and bladder incontinence.

Overall, prognosis is quite poor. The patient is already suffering from aspiration which is an endstage finding in patients with Alzheimer's dementia related to aspiration. He also has decreased weight with decreased muscle mass. Overall prognosis is poor, most likely has less than six months to live. He is staying in bed 12-16 hours a day per family and they are not interested in any aggressive care, hospitalization and transfer to the hospital. They want him to be kept comfortable at home till it is time for him to pass on.
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
