Mr. Robertson is a 90-year-old gentleman who lives at home with his wife. He has a history of status post removal of his kidney right side. There is some confusion regarding the malignant and type of removal of that it took place, but he also has severe malnutrition, decreased appetite, aspiration status post nephrectomy right side. He is oriented to person only at this time. He has a pedal edema related to his protein-calorie malnutrition. His weight loss continues to be an issue. He is no longer able to stand up to be weighed. His MAC is now 26.25. His PPS is 40%.

He requires medication for pain. He also has rash on both of his arms consistent with dermatitis, steroid cream would be helpful. There is no evidence of fungal infection present. His wife is also concerned about his appetite. He would like to start him on appetite stimulant. We talked about the fact that he is 90 years old and he is not going to eat very much. He is eating less than 20% of his food. I explained to the wife that even though if he eats, he is not able to stimulate and gain weight. He is ADL dependent. He is incontinent and has a history of COPD with tobacco abuse in the past. The patient’s O2 sat is 96%, pulse 64, blood pressure 140/75 at the time of exam. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
