CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and complaining of left hip pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has left hip fracture and surgery and she underwent physical therapy since the patient has mild pain on the left hip especially upon exertion, but today she was able to walk with a walker without any assistance and there was no pain.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 5 mg tablet once a day, lisinopril 5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 80 mg tablet one tablet daily.
The patient has a history of stroke and she is on clopidogrel 75 mg tablet one tablet daily.
The patient has a history of diabetes and she is on glipizide 2.5 mg tablet one tablet daily along with Aspart insulin according to the sliding scale.
The patient has a history of dizziness and weakness which has resolved.
The patient has a history of breast biopsy with no malignancy.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her son. She never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any bruits.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
