Dear Dr. Reed:

This is a followup for Mr. Peterson who has chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in July 2024.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Stable memory declined.  He is taking care of himself.  Stable weight and eating.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Occasionally heartburn.  Good urine output.  No major nocturia, infection, cloudiness or blood.  No gross edema or claudication.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Takes no blood pressure treatment.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 173 and blood pressure 139/70.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No carotid bruits.  No palpable neck masses.  No abdominal distention.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  No rigidity or involuntary movement.  He is hard of hearing, but normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries April, creatinine 1.26 the same for the last 13 years representing a GFR around 56 stage III.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Very mild anemia close to normal 13.9.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Prior history of sarcoidosis does not appear active.  Blood pressure normal without treatment.  All chemistries stable, given how stable for so many years and going to go standby.  We discussed about simple things to keep active in his mind.  if there is a change let me know, I will see him at that time.  No follow up visit.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
