Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Sims comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She has a history of working as a home healthcare agent and states that she had to stop approximately two years ago because of weakness and difficulty lifting up her clients. She states that she has blurred vision and has noticed a loss of peripheral vision. She had an eye exam approximately two months ago. She went to a local optometrist. She states that she has difficulties avoiding hazards in her environment. She denies eye trauma and surgery. She does not use eye drops. She has a past medical history of hypertension and asthma.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/25 on the right and 20/30 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of +1.00 –0.75 x 088 on the right and +0.75 –1.00 x 166 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/30 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance shows a small exophoria. The movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 17 on the right and 16 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. There is only mild nuclear sclerosis in each lens. The fundus examination is unremarkable. There is mild tortuosity to the vessels, but no hemorrhages nor edema. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3 on both sides. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey 30-2 threshold test with a III4e stimulus with correction and with poor reliability shows a small constricted visual field on both sides.
Assessment:
1. Hyperopia.
2. Visual field defect.
Ms. Sims has a constriction of her visual fields that does seem consistent on clinical examination with confrontation field evaluation. She does not show ophthalmologic disease that could cause the loss of peripheral field and therefore it suggests that there may be some central nervous system dysfunction. However, there is a possibility that the constriction of the visual field is related to effort. I would recommend that she have a kinetic visual field such the Goldman field test so as to corroborate if the constriction of the visual fields is valid and reliable.

Based upon these findings, she should be able to read small and moderate size print, use a computer, and distinguish between small objects. However, she may have some difficulties avoiding hazards in her environment.
