A:
Chronic diastolic CHF, atrial fibrillation, alcoholic liver disease, and anxiety.

P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  We will discontinue gabapentin as that can cause edema.  He was seen by cardiologist and leg ultrasound and stress test are recommended.  We will continue to watch him closely.  He is improving everyday.
