Jason is a 60-year-old gentleman under hospice care with the First Atlantic Hospice. The patient currently is under hospice with diagnosis of protein-calorie malnutrition. He has had significant weight loss over 30 pounds over the past four months, decreased MAC to 26.5; starting MAC was 28. O2 sats 94%. Blood pressure 130/92. He lives with the significant other, Demetria. He also has a history of diverticulosis; biopsy confirmed colon cancer, neuropathy, positive HIV with low CD4 count, hyperlipidemia, under HIV treatment, and significant amount of pain on Lyrica and pain medication to control his symptoms. He is also weak. He has chronic diarrhea. He is quite thin associated with his weight loss. The patient has shown decline as far as his activity is concerned. He is sleeping over 12 hours a day and appears to be gaunt. He remains hospice appropriate with most likely life expectancy of less than six months given the natural progression of his disease and comorbidities. He also has a KPS score of 40%, ADL dependency, and bowel and bladder incontinence.
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
