CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today complaining of mass on the right clavicle, snoring, poor sleep, and followup for hematuria.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed lump on the right clavicle. It is slightly growing now. It is painful and the pain level is 4 or 5 and it is worse upon exertion and relieved after resting.

The patient also complained of poor sleep. He hardly sleeps for two or three hours. He also does not sleep in the daytime. The patient never had sleep study. Also the patient’s performance in the daytime is decreased due to the lack of sleep.
The patient had urinalysis done recently and it showed few red blood cells in the urine. The patient described no burning urination and there was no history of kidney stones.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for anxiety disorder and he is on alprazolam 0.25 mg one tablet a day as needed.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on amlodipine 5 mg tablet one tablet daily along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of constipation and he is on Colace 100 mg one tablet a day as needed for constipation.

The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on omeprazole 20 mg tablet one tablet as needed.

The patient has a history of neuropathy and he is on Lyrica 50 mg tablet one tablet a day in the evening hours.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on simvastatin 5 mg tablet one tablet daily along with low-fat diet.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

CHEST: Symmetrical without any deformity.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and there is no suprapubic tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals lump on the clavicle on the right side. There is no significant tenderness neither there is redness of the skin.
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
