Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a post hospital followup back in February acute on chronic renal failure associated to viral infection, bronchitis and question pneumonia.  She was not able to come in person today.  We did a telemedicine.  Recently treated for urinary tract infection antibiotics seven days.  Was having frequency and cloudiness of the urine without fever, vomiting, abdominal back pain or diarrhea.  No bleeding.  Symptoms are improved.  Stable edema.  Prior toe amputation.  There is a small area without major drainage or bleeding.  She bumped it against a hard surface and that caused the problem.  Stable dyspnea from morbid obesity.  No chest, palpitations or syncope.
Review of Systems:  Done being negative.
Medications:  I review medications.  Notice the Lasix and losartan.
Physical Exam:  Weight at home 378 and blood pressure at home 175/77 and 167/78.  She is able to speak in full sentences.  No expressive aphasia or dysarthria.  No evidence of increased respiratory distress.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries are April, creatinine at 1.4 representing a GFR 42 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Poor diabetes control A1c 9.5.  Liver function test not elevated.  Hemoglobin at 14.5.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, diabetic nephropathy, hypertension and recent acute component at the time of respiratory symptoms.  Back on diuretics and ARBs.  Blood pressure at home poorly controlled.  Poorly controlled diabetes.  No need for EPO treatment.  No anemia.  Recent metabolic acidosis improved.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No indication for dialysis.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  She will keep track of blood pressure before do further adjustments.
