Thank you again for your continued support.

Mr. Clyne is a 79-year-old male who has marginal zone lymphoma stage IV diagnosed about two years ago. He also has history of pancytopenia resulting from that. The patient also has diabetes and coronary artery disease. Initially, the patient was being treated at Ohio at Columbus University Hospital. The patient subsequently had moved and I started seeing him. The patient occasionally has low hemoglobin and WBC count. However, in general his cytopenia has almost resolved. He does have issue with coronary artery disease for which he sees cardiologist.

SYMPTOMS: The patient complains of joint pain and occasional weakness.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Marginal zone lymphoma stage IV diagnosed in University Hospital in Ohio. The patient then has moved and since then he has been treated by me. The lymphoma is B-cell positive. The patient initially presented with cytopenia, which has almost resolved. The patient also has a history of tongue cancer in past, which is now in remission. He has diabetes and coronary artery disease.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inches tall and weighing 197 pounds.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Marginal zone lymphoma and cytopenia.

2. Coronary artery disease.

3. Diabetes mellitus.

4. History of remote tongue cancer now in remission.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and do CBC, CMP, premedications with Benadryl 25 mg in 250 mL sodium chloride and then Rituxan was given 850 mg in 500 mL of sodium chloride over two hours. We will see the patient in followup in four weeks.
