CC: Sedation.
HPI: A 76-year-old gentleman admitted on 03/10/2025, has spent much of the past week sleeping and, in reviewing his medications, there were replications of Ativan given in pill form, gel form and in a compound form. So, that is being addressed by holding Ativan starting earlier today. When I went to see him about four hours ago, he was sleeping soundly as he had been when I first came in and then just recently he is in the TV room with other residents in his Broda chair, but has a blanket around him. He is napping, but I am told that he has opened his eyes occasionally. He was awake enough to also be fed dinner; it was a slow going process, but he did eat.
DIAGNOSES: Moderate to severe vascular dementia, recent right MCA distribution infarct noted 04/20/24, CAD, paroxysmal atrial fibrillation, DM II, seizure disorder, HTN, CKD stage IIIB, aortic stenosis, psychiatric history to include severe aggression, status post outpatient psych care as well as inpatient psychiatric care and is on psychotropic medications.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: ABH gel 1/25/1 mg/mL 1 mL topical 10 a.m., 4 p.m. and 9 p.m., Norco 5/325 mg one tablet b.i.d. routine and q.6h. p.r.n., Ativan tablet 0.5 mg one p.o. t.i.d., Artane 2 mg one tablet b.i.d. The patient has several medications that need to be converted to a liquid or crushable form that will be addressed in the A&P.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE and AMITRIPTYLINE.
DIET: Low-carb and low-sugar diet with chopped meat.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was sleeping and then several hours later was up in the living room in his Broda chair napping, but he had been awake earlier.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 106/89, pulse 73, temperature 98.0, respirations 18 and weight 140.5 pounds.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Sedation. He has received Ativan in p.o. form and ABH gel form and all forms of Ativan are converted to p.r.n.
2. So, medication changes are Depakote ER is discontinued. Depakote Sprinkles 250 mg to be given h.s. in applesauce or pudding. Protonix is discontinued and omeprazole capsule 40 mg is started; the capsule is to be opened and the contents poured out onto applesauce and the patient can swallow it that way.
3. Phenytoin liquid for seizure disorder 125 mg phenytoin per 5 mL, so the patient is to take 8 mL p.o. b.i.d. with 8 mL equaling 125 mg +75 mg equals 200 mg, so he will get 200 mg b.i.d., which he is to be on.
4. ABH gel is changed to 0.5 mL p.r.n. q.4h. and Ativan tablet 0.5 mg is p.o. q.6h. p.r.n.
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
