CC: Lab review.

HPI: The patient is an 83-year-old female with a history of hyperlipidemia, takes Lipitor 10 mg h.s. and lipid profile is reviewed. There is no comparison lab to also view. The patient takes Lipitor 10 mg h.s. and has been on it for some time.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. TCHOL is 116 with LDL of 51 and HDL of 45 which is just under the desired goal of 50. Triglycerides are well within normal at 102 and her cardiac risk ratio is 2.6 which is low and the desired rate. So, overall, these labs are quite good. We will continue with Lipitor 10 mg h.s. and this is reviewed with the patient. 

2. Iron deficiency. The patient receives B12 1000 mcg IM on the 8th of each month and her level returns at 284 with low end of normal being 180. Unclear how long the patient has been on IM iron.

3. Review of CBC shows normal MCV and MCH. So, no iron deficiency indicated there. We will continue with the remainder of the injectable B12 and then after we will give p.o. 1000 mcg q.d. 
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
