CC: Light red color in brief.

HPI: A 77-year-old female with congestive heart failure who is on Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d. is having light red color to her urine as well as in her brief after a bowel movement. She denies any bright red blood and it is not persistent, no other blood clots passed. She also denies any lightheadedness or shortness of breath. The patient has had this issue previously 03/23 Eliquis was held one week with vital signs followed. The pink to red discoloration in her urine or stool went away and this is the first time that it is returned over the past month. So we will hold Eliquis again for an additional week then will speak with family, her son is POA and discuss the option of discontinuing the Eliquis and putting her on something like Plavix to see if that affords enough anticoagulation without bleeding as a consequence.
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
