CC: X-ray review.

HPI: An 84-year-old female seen in her room I was there to follow up with x-ray results obtained at last visit a week ago and to follow up on her completion of radiation therapy. Earlier this year the patient was found to have a new lesion on her right lung biopsy showed that it was a new malignancy and as of this Monday 04/28 she completed the total of five cycles of radiation therapy. She will now follow up with her oncologist Dr. Alasaad. The patient looked a bit fatigued that is an issue that she brought up last week that the RTX made her more tired than she had anticipated but she plowed through and did all five sessions without missing one. I told her now the job is to rest and relax enjoy herself and let people know if she needs anything.

DIAGNOSES: New primary malignancy right lung, history of breast cancer status post chemotherapy, chronic bilateral lower extremity lymphedema, CKD III, cardiac arrhythmia has pacemaker, nonambulatory secondary to DOE and lymphedema, hypertension, hypothyroid, history of UTIs, depression, and DM II.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d., amiodarone 200 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Cardizem CD 240 mg q.d., Benadryl 25 mg b.i.d., Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., Lasix 40 mg b.i.d., DuoNeb b.i.d., levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d., Mucinex 600 mg b.i.d., but has been taking p.r.n., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., Lantus 60 units q.d., Toujeo 40 units b.i.d., and carbamazepine 200 mg b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: SULFA, BETADINE and LATEX.
DIET: Regular low carb.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated comfortably in her apartment, she looked fatigued but was interactive.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 123/74, pulse 78, temperature 97.2, respirations 18, and weight 311 pounds.
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NEURO: She is alert and oriented x3. Clear coherent speech. Can voice her needs, understands given information. She appears calm and relaxed as she is approaching what will come next.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient is nonambulatory, but she moves her limbs and arms in a normal range of motion. Got good grip strength.

PSYCHIATRIC: The patient has a good attitude, takes things in stride. She is very pleasant and appears to be in good spirits.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CXR review from 04/23 that showed suggestions of pulmonary edema/fluid overload seen this the patient has restarted her Lasix 40 mg b.i.d. she had cut it back to just once daily about two months ago and attributes the change that is seen on the x-ray and her increasing shortness of breath due to not taking her diuretic as prescribed.

2. General care. She will let me know how she is doing once she starts seeing Dr. Alasaad and I told her anything she needed just to let me know and we will get things taken care of.
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
