HPI: An 81-year-old female seen in room she notably had a walking boot on her right foot. The patient had a fall in her apartment stated that she was in the closet turned around too quickly to leave and lost her balance and fell hitting her right foot. She was taken to Mercy ER and diagnosed with a closed fracture at the base of the fifth metatarsal and a closed displaced fracture the base of the fourth metatarsal of her right foot and she had a forefoot fracture as well. The patient also had x-ray of her C-spine as she had complained of some discomfort in that area and was found to have spinal canal stenosis between C2 and C3. As regards her foot she was referred to a podiatrist her POA/niece Joann Bennett actually found the orthopedic surgeon that she takes her sons to so the patient was seen by Dr. Shawn O’Brien on Tuesday the 29th again he reiterated that she is to be non-weightbearing as leaving her in the walking boot no cast and she will return in one week to see him and will have follow up x-rays. From the ER the patient was given a script for Norco 5/325 mg one p.o. q.6h. p.r.n. pain and to date she states that she has only taken about three. She was well groomed. I am told that she had after her ortho appointment yesterday she was in a rush to get back to the facility as she had a hair appointment. POA also rented a wheelchair for 30 days so that the patient can use that to get around and be compliant with the non-weightbearing direction.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right foot fracture base of fifth metatarsal and closed displaced fracture at the base of the fourth metatarsal. She is to stay in her walking boot until sees Dr. O’Brien in approximately one week and will go from there.
