HPI: A 71-year-old gentleman seen in room he was in his wheelchair with wrapping on mid hand of left hand. The patient told me that he was in his room and was grabbing for his wheelchair lost his balance but grabbed on to something and ended up hurting as he puts it in his left hand he was taken to OU ER where imaging showed that he had a closed dislocation of the interphalangeal joint of left ring finger and orthopedic surgery saw him and did the wrapping up his left hand. The buddy taping essentially should be changed about every three days. He has the tape, etc., available as it was given to him from the ER. Fortunately he is right hand dominant and I told him to try to avoid using his left hand. He was given a script for Norco has taken some due to the pain, but apart from that he is continuing on with his days continues to be very independent.

DIAGNOSES: Left-hand with close dislocation of interphalangeal joint left ring finger, currently buddy tape per orthopedics and it will be redone on 05/01. The patient was given the phone number for orthopedic surgery at OU and he is to contact them to make an appointment in the hand surgery clinic.
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
