CC: Followup on right lower extremity ultrasound.

HPI: Elderly female who was seen on 04/30 in MC for a swollen lower extremity it was her right leg and was acutely thickened with edema from ankle to knee. She had no fall or any other trauma. She was lying quietly with 2B grip over it as a compressive wrap that staff had placed independently. The patient denied any pain at the time. I ordered an ultrasound of her right lower extremity was performed this morning by PHS and they contacted me with ultrasound results showing a common femoral vein on the right side blood clot that extended inferiorly down the inner thigh. The full results will be available to me tomorrow, but it is clear that she has a new DVT so orders were given to the hospice nurse who contacted me and she is to start on Eliquis 10 mg b.i.d. x7 days then Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d. routine until further notice. I will also contact the patient’s family and let them know about the above findings.
