CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough, pleuritic chest pain, throat pain and loss of appetite.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he started having cough few days ago and after that he had sharp chest pain and with this he went to the emergency room and they stated that he had pleuritis. The patient was given pain medication and cough medication. After that the patient felt better for few days and after that he started having sharp chest pain as before and the coughing was more this time and the patient now has sore throat. The patient due to this has poor appetite and started feeling weak. The patient did not have any blood in the stools.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, ear pain, ear discharge, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, vomiting, or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 2.5 mg tablet one tablet daily and enalapril 10 mg tablet one tablet twice a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 80 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D3 5000 units once a day.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he has not smoked cigarettes for the past 10 years. There is no history of alcohol use. The patient is very active otherwise.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or bruits.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient ambulatory without any assistance; however, the patient feels weak.
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
